Aims:

These seminars will enable participants to learn key lessons arising from the recent triennial review of Serious Case Reviews, in order to inform opportunities for improving practice in interagency working to safeguard children.

The structure of the day will include:

· Presentation of model of pathways to harm and pathways to protection: fresh approaches to using systems methodology

· Presentation of key findings from the triennial review and previous biennial reviews

· Child vulnerability and parent/carer risk

· Individual case management

· Working together dynamics

· Agency structures, processes and cultures

· Case-based discussion in groups to identify opportunities for prevention and protection in sample cases

· Individual/group reflection on key learning points and how to embed these in practice

Learning outcomes:

· Participants will be presented with a model for understanding pathways to harm and pathways to protection for children, drawing on systems methodology

· Participants will be able to identify the key learning points arising from the triennial review and previous biennial reviews

· Participants will use the pathways model to identify opportunities for prevention and protection in some sample cases

· Participants will reflect on how the learning from the day can inform their own practice and lead to improvements in their services

Changes to statutory duties are imminent, after the DfE’s consultation into more effective and efficient ways to improve communication and coordination between schools and LAs.

Concerns have been raised by Ofsted surrounding ‘the failure of LAs to address the problem of children missing from education and to satisfy themselves that these children are not being exposed to harm, exploitation or the risk of falling under the influence of extremist views’.

The changing landscape for children’s services - accountability, best practice and opportunities for innovation

Delegates will assess the initial impact and implementation of government’s new accountability measures for children’s services, which could see failing services taken over by high-performing LAs, experts and charities.

With recent cuts to council budgets, delegates will discuss challenges faced by councils in maintaining high-quality services, in light of the Children’s Commissioner’s calls for a review into how children’s services will respond to decreases in funding.

Child protection reform - multi-agency arrangements and the future of the social work profession

This seminar will bring together key stakeholders from across the education and health sectors, as well as policymakers in local government and elsewhere, to consider latest thinking on priorities for the safeguarding of children. It comes with the NAO report into the delivery of child protection services finding that efforts since 2010 to improve child protection services have not yet translated into improved services.

Delegates will also discuss the implementation of the key recommendations of the Wood Report in March 2016, which reviewed the role and functions of LSCBs and was recently accepted by Government, such as requiring each area to publish a plan detailing how multi-agency arrangements will be improved as well as the abolition of Serious Case Reviews and introduction of a national learning framework for inquiries.

They will also consider next steps for preventing and investigating instances of CSA - and supporting the victims - in light of a series of reports on these issues due to be released by the Children’s Commissioner in 2016 and as the government considers responses to its consultation into the possible introduction of mandatory reporting of child abuse and neglect.
