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New series of joint inspections to focus on domestic abuse (10/08/16)


Joint inspections are to examine how local partners, including LAs, police and probation, and health services, work together to protect children living with domestic abuse.





The series of six Joint Targeted Area Inspections (JTAI) will be carried out by inspectorates Ofsted, CQC, HMIC and HMI Probation from September this year.





JTAI examine how well agencies are working together in a local area to help and protect children. Each set of joint inspections includes a ‘deep dive’ focus, looking at a particular issue by theme.





With input from key stakeholders, the four inspectorates have decided that the next set of JTAI will examine the multi-agency response to children affected by domestic abuse. This will include children who are living where there are incidents of domestic abuse, or where there is a risk of domestic abuse taking place. Guidance published today sets out how the inspections will work in practice.





Inspectors will evaluate the effectiveness of interventions for victims of domestic abuse and adult perpetrators, and the impact this has on the welfare and protection of children. In each area, the inspections will look in-depth at individual children’s cases, as well as a wider sample, focusing on particular points in children’s experiences.





The inspection report will include narrative findings that clearly set out what the local





partnership and agencies are doing well, and what they need to do to improve. When the inspections are completed, a thematic overview report will be published to highlight the learning more widely.

New funding for victims of sexual abuse (21/07/16)


Over £550,000 in new grant funding for charities helping victims of sexual abuse was announced by the Minister for Vulnerability, Safeguarding and Countering Extremism, Sarah Newton. The funding will provide vital services including training staff to assist victims, boosting rape support centres, and establishing a helpline for victims of sexual abuse.





The HO and DfE have also launched a public consultation exercise on whether statutory measures should be introduced for reporting and acting on child abuse and neglect.





The consultation seeks views from the public, practitioners and professionals on the case for the possible introduction of one of 2 additional statutory measures:


a mandatory reporting duty, which would require certain organisations and any person working with children to report child abuse or neglect if they knew or had reasonable cause to suspect it was taking place


a duty to act, which would require them to take appropriate action in relation to child abuse or neglect if they knew or had reasonable cause to suspect it was taking place

European Union Committee�Children in crisis: unaccompanied migrant children in the EU


2nd Report of Session 2016-17 - published 26 July 2016 - HL Paper 34


It has become increasingly clear that children, many of them unaccompanied by a parent, relative or guardian, are in the forefront of the current refugee crisis. In 2015 88,245 unaccompanied children applied for asylum in the EU, including 3,045 in the UK. In May 2016 alone, 3,133 unaccompanied migrant children arrived in Italy. Many children do not even reach the EU’s shores: at least 137 children have drowned in the Mediterranean since the start of 2016.





The implementation of existing EU measures to protect unaccompanied migrant children has been poor, and the European Commission has not renewed its 2010–2014 Action Plan on unaccompanied minors. We are concerned that the EU and its Member States—including the UK—may have lost sight of the plight of unaccompanied migrant children. We have therefore sought to assess the nature and scale of the challenges they face across the EU. We have asked whether existing EU provisions are sufficiently clear and enforceable, and what further measures are needed to address the needs of unaccompanied migrant children.

Officers will be able to intercept vessels with reasonable grounds, arrest offenders and rescue victims from ships in UK waters.

Inquiry seeks views on criminal compensation and the civil justice system (04/08/16)


The IICSA is seeking views on the effectiveness of the criminal compensation and the civil justice systems for victims and survivors of CSA in England and Wales, with the publication of two issues papers today.





The aim of the issues papers, one on each topic, is to enable individuals and organisations to give their opinions on the two systems via written submissions during an 8 week time period, after which responses will be analysed, and some contributors invited to seminars to explore the general themes identified.





The issues papers are part of the Inquiry’s investigation into accountability and reparation.  They consider the extent to which existing support services and legal processes effectively deliver just outcomes to victims and survivors of CSA where there has been an institutional failure.

Could you spot the signs of CSA? (22/08/16)


An hour of your time could change a child's life, says NHS England's Deputy Director for Quality and Safeguarding (Cheshire & Merseyside) Lisa Cooper.





If we don’t tell you anything and you miss the signs – it means you haven't seen us. If we tell you – and you don’t do anything about it then it means you haven't heard us. And if bad stuff is happening to us – it'll just keep carrying on.





1 in 20 children in the UK has been sexually abused. Many wanted to disclose their abuse at the time - but didn’t feel like they could. Sadly, too often the signs that children and young people are being abused or exploited are being missed because health staff don’t know what to look for.





To combat this problem the DH and The Children’s Society in partnership with NHS England have developed 'Seen and Heard', an engaging and interactive eLearning course.





Once you’ve completed the eLearning module, you can also sign up to become a Seen and Heard champion and spread the word about the course to others. You don’t need any experience of training others just the passion to make a difference to children and young people by seeing them and hearing what they are saying.

Research into relationship between neglect and sexual harm and abuse


3 reports have been published which examine the potential relationship between neglect and CSE, harmful sexual behaviour and intra-familial sexual abuse. The reports were commissioned by the NSPCC, Action for Children and Research in Practice.��The evidence shows connections rather than causality. There is no direct relationship, but the evidence suggests that neglect can have an impact on other factors which may increase young people’s vulnerability to harm. ��Understanding the impact of neglect is vital to improving prevention and intervention. An executive summary pulls together key messages and themes from all 3 reports. This provides practitioners, managers and others with opportunity to reflect on practice and shape this to meet children’s needs.��Some of the key findings include:


Not all children who experience neglect will also experience forms of sexual harm


Neglect causes more damage to cognitive and language functioning than other forms of maltreatment, leading to a heightened risk of sexual victimization


There is some solid evidence linking:�- childhood neglect with running away and homelessness, leading to increased risk of CSE�- childhood neglect with later drug misuse; and substance misuse in adolescence raises the risk of CSE

PHE publishes advice on meningitis and septicaemia vaccinations (17/08/16)


Young people going to college or university this autumn are strongly encouraged to get vaccinated against meningitis and septicaemia (blood poisoning) due to the MenW bug, one of the most aggressive and deadly strains of meningitis. 





Cases of MenW have been increasing year-on-year, from 22 cases in 2009 to over 200 cases in the past 12 months.





Young people going on to university or college are particularly at risk of meningitis and septicaemia because they mix with so many other students, some of whom are unknowingly carrying the bacteria. But anyone in this age group is strongly advised to get the vaccination – whether starting college or not.





GPs will be writing to all 17 and 18 year olds (school year 13, born from 01/09/97 to 31/08/98) to encourage them to get vaccinated at their surgery as soon as possible. 19-year-olds who missed getting vaccinated last year (01/09/96 to 31/08/97) can also be vaccinated by their GP.





PHE is also advising anyone aged up to 25 who is starting university to get vaccinated by their GP.





Ideally young people should get vaccinated before term starts – to ensure immunity. But anyone can still get the jab from their new GP in their college town.

Measles vaccination advice for young adults (05/08/16)


PHE is reminding teenagers and young people to make sure they are vaccinated against measles after new cases were reported across England.





A significant number of cases, linked to music festivals and other large public events, have been reported since June. This follows an increase in measles over the year with 234 cases confirmed between January and June, compared with 54 for the same period last year. There have been 38 suspected measles cases reported in people who attended events in June and July.





Teenagers and young people who are unsure if they have been fully vaccinated should check with their GP and make an appointment to ensure they receive the 2 doses of MMR vaccine required.

Government announces successful bids to mental health fund (23/08/16)


41 projects will benefit from a share of £15m to improve provision of mental health places of safety, the government has announced.





The DH funding is supporting the creation of new places of safety and the refurbishment of existing sites, to prevent people experiencing a mental health crisis, who have committed no crime, from being placed in a police cell.








The funding can be used for:


refurbishments or improvements to existing health-based places of safety, for example to increase capacity


building new places of safety


making existing places of safety suitable for use for people aged 18 and under


creating mental health crisis cafés or places of calm


ambulances for transportation to places of safety to ensure a police car is not used


vehicles for mobile street triage services for responding to mental health crises in the community
